“Current deceptions” Series:

What is holding back the church in the US from experiencing true revival?

PROLOGUE:

As Peter said in 2 Pet. 3:


“15 And account that the longsuffering of our Lord is salvation; even as our beloved brother Paul also according to the wisdom given unto him hath written unto you;

 16 As also in all his epistles, speaking in them of these things; in which are some things hard to be understood, which they that are unlearned and unstable wrest, as they do also the other scriptures, unto their own destruction.”

James reiterates in Jas. 3:

“1 My brethren, be not many masters, knowing that we shall receive the greater condemnation.”

Personally I was raised by 2 bible teachers, and after 23 years of personal walking with Jesus and studying I am just beginning to teach, mainly due to the fact that I was so indoctrinated by tradition which is accepted without challenge by most of us!

Let us be like the Bereans in Acts 17: 


“11 These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things were so.”

SO the main thing I ask is that you prove or disprove the traditions of men by the word of God!!! The truth will make you free IF YOU WILL to know it. It takes work but the reward is awesome.

1) The “Sin Nature” concept.  

This teaching that we inherit a nature or bent towards doing evil from Adam is not taught by the apostles anywhere.

James 1:

“14 But every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed.

 15 Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and sin, when it is finished, bringeth forth death.”


He progression is clear; our lust, which is simply a God given desire directed at the wrong person (not our spouse) if allowed to conceive or come to pass; like Jesus said it isn’t a sin to look on a woman, it is a sin to look, too lust. 

Jesus prayed “Lead us not into temptation”. Our problem is simple; we are selfish. This is why Jesus could sum up the law in 2 commands: “Love God with all you are, and love your neighbor as yourself.

Sin is allowing natural urges which God put in us for our survival in a cursed world to overcome the Law of Love which puts self on an even keel with everyone else. 

Look at the curse as it originally occurred in Gen 3:


“14 And the LORD God said unto the serpent, Because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above every beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou eat all the days of thy life:

 15 And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.

 16 Unto the woman he said, I will greatly multiply thy sorrow and thy conception; in sorrow thou shalt bring forth children; and thy desire shall be to thy husband, and he shall rule over thee.

 17 And unto Adam he said, Because thou hast hearkened unto the voice of thy wife, and hast eaten of the tree, of which I commanded thee, saying, Thou shalt not eat of it: cursed is the ground for thy sake; in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy life;

 18 Thorns also and thistles shall it bring forth to thee; and thou shalt eat the herb of the field;

 19 In the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground; for out of it wast thou taken: for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return.”

Does it say anywhere “And your descendants shall all have a bent towards sin in their nature” ? NO! This concept is taught by theologians due to a movement in the dark ages by a group called the Arminians who challenged the Roman Catholic church. A catholic monk named Augustine came up with these concepts which were later solidified by John Calvin to justify the control of the “clergy” over the “laity” (doctrine of the Nicolaitins which Jesus hates 

Rev:2 :

 2 I know thy works, and thy labour, and thy patience, and how thou canst not bear them which are evil: and thou hast tried them which say they are apostles, and are not, and hast found them liars:

 …….

 6 But this thou hast, that thou hatest the deeds of the Nicolaitanes, which I also hate.)

We see they had tried the leaders who claimed to be apostles (who else can lead the true church?) and as a result they still had rejected the LEAVEN of these preachers who were taking the place of the true apostles! Jesus said “beware of the leaven” not “be positive; focus on the true teachings and let the rest slide”.

One reason people accept the “Sin Nature” concept is that David in Ps. 51 said he was born in iniquity. As a songwriter myself I wouldn’t base a life doctrine on anyones lyrics, but this is scripture, so why did he say that? 

    Careful study of the genealogies revels that David’s mother was no the mothe of Jesse’s other 7 sons. Ever wonder why he didn’t have David in the line-up before Samuel? They feared Samuel so much they offered sacrifice when he came into town; would they just “leave a kid out” because he was in the field? NO! David was not conceived in holiness; his mother was either the concubine of a heathen king or a harlot. This takes some digging to find out, but it is there. 

    Ever wonder why God was so hard on David and killed his son who was born out of wedlock with Bathsheba? Of course he murdered her husband in a round about way, but who else but a bastard would know how hard it is to grow up “conceived in iniquity”. Heavy eh? 

When I think how many times I have lined up with the sheep in a big denominational church and said “We know we are by nature sinful and unclean” I could spit! Paul said “As a man thinks so is he” no wonder we have no victory in our nation and world! No wonder commands by Jesus and the apostles to “Be ye therefore perfect as your heavenly father is perfect” seem unattainable!

SO what is the truth:

God creates good. He is the father of lights and He des all things well. He creates perfect little people with human urges an they come out crying for food, warmth, to have these natural desires fulfilled. Is that sin? No; sin I the transgression of the law. When you don’t have law (rules) you don’t have sin.

Adam and Eve didn’t have belly buttons; Adam was missing a rib; are we all that way? No. Nobody “inherits” anything sinful from their parents except a possible familiar spirit. The warfare we fight is not carnal but mighty thru God to the pulling down of strongholds. We have to cast down vain imaginations and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God; taking into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ!

God created you and I and every human being GOOD. Pure and clean. We have human desires which He put there; to conquer and rule, to have everything be fair, to be warm, fed, and later to be somewhat independent, to have sexual gratification, on an on, but it is only in the transgression of the law (selfishness) that we sin! This is so important and almost totally missed. Until this truth is lit up in your mind you will not understand the book of Romans or many other scriptures taught by Paul. 

 Sin is meditating or acting upon the temptation to cross the boundaries placed by God; pure and simple; as Eve crossed God’s boundaries due to Satan’s temptation and deception, and Adam also due to selfishness knowingly.

Once you get this and get it rooted in your understanding that God don’t make no junk, that you are a good person by nature, a child of God, and by deception and selfish choices had fallen (were a sinner), but are now (if born again) RECONCILED to God where you and every other human ever born was meant to be, you will have hope in your prayers, revival in your heart, victory in your walk and start to really see souls saved in your life! Stop and pray for the truth right now to replace all traditions of men!
